Consecrations:

40 founding stones of sacral buildings (churches, chapels, monasteries or community centres etc.)

18 objects: crosses, bells statues, desk buildings, banners and 4 memorial desks

Podium:

There was a statue of Our Lady of Tuřany from a nearby Marian place of pilgrimage, one of the oldest wooden statues found in Bohemia.

Music:

120-member Cathedral Mixed Choir Brno, brass orchestra, Gregorian Choir of St. Michael Church and many soloists.

Medical service provided by more than 370 persons

Organization in the individual sectors provided by 1000 volunteers and members of the Czech Army.
