Number of place reservations, priests and volunteers 
On Aug 7, 2009, the first round of place reservations, available at individual parishes, was closed.  A total of 68,773 place reservations for the Mass in Brno-Tuřany and 32,411 reservations for the Mass at the Proboštská louka in Stará Boleslav have been made. Even though organisers suppose that a lot of people will decide to attend the papal mass at the last moment, the number of participants will also depend on weather and other circumstances that may occur.

Even though it is still possible to obtain place reservations at individual Episcopal offices and outlets of the Carmelite Publishing House between Sept 10 and Sept 24, the first round of place reservations was very important for organisers. It helped them assess how many people are interested in attending both masses. According to the organisers, the interest in the papal visit is great, as expected.
Both masses celebrated by the Holy Father in Brno and in Stará Boleslav will be concelebrated by about thirty bishops and a large number of priests, some of whom will also administer Holy Communion. By Aug 7, 826 priests applied for concelebrating the mass in Brno and 545 priests for the mass in Stará Boleslav., Many other priests will probably attend at least one of the masses together with their parishioners, as Bishop Václav Malý said at a press conference.
Besides, a large number of volunteers will help ensure a troublefree course of events.
According to Lubomír Kvíčala, head of the police protection unit, about 300 police officers will take care of the security of the Pope and further police officers will take care of the transport and security of pilgrims.
