Pontifical Missionary Works in the Czech Republic
The Pontifical Missionary Works associate the Pontifical Society for the Propagation of the Faith, the Pontifical Society of the Holy Childhood, the Pontifical Society of St. Peter the Apostle and the Pontifical Missionary Union.
These societies carry out a number of prayer activities (the Mission Club, the Mission Ball, the Mission Rose, adoration for missions, etc.), appealing on people to save money and provide them to poor children.
They also organise regular events in which children get involved in creative activities aimed at raising funds for the poor (the Mission School for Animators, postcards for missions, the Mission Cake, Pontifical Missionary Work Day, mission camps, mission Sundays, mission gifts etc.)
In the past years donors from the Czech Republic have provided aid to the following countries: Sri Lanka, India, Peru, Indonesia, Papua New Guinea, Jamaica, Bolivia, Ukraine, Brazil, Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Nigeria, Sierra Leone, Burkina Faso, Iraq, Mexico, Angola, Argentina, Cameroon, Benin, Zimbabwe, Central African Republic, Peru, Sudan, Uganda, Malawi, Bangladesh, Guyana, Togo, Zambia, etc.
Financial aid to missions provided by the Czech Republic (in 2008)

Through the Pontifical Missionary Society of St. Peter the Apostle we have provided a total of 128,850.72 US dollars as follows: Uganda – 561 theologians in small seminaries in four dioceses. Malawi – 203 theologians in two dioceses (one small and one big seminary). Bangladesh – 105 theologians in two dioceses (one big and one small seminary). Papua New Guinea – 1 propedeutic and 7 big seminaries in eight dioceses. Purpose: to ensure the necessary operation of seminars, the purchase of water tanks, the construction of lecture halls and refectories, repairs of chapels, toilets, the purchase of computers, the digging of three wells, travelling expenses, etc.
Through the Pontifical Missionary Society for the Propagation of the Faith we have sent 943,425.81 US dollars as aid to six dioceses in Uganda, to one diocese in Bangladesh and three dioceses in Papua New Guinea. We have supported catechists and staff formation, necessary repairs, reconstruction of classrooms for religious education (catecheses), construction and repairs of churches, chapels, parish houses and spiritual centres, the purchase of motorbikes for priests, a home for ill and elderly priests, media projects, formation projects for the religious, construction of monasteries, the purchase of drinking water tanks, computers, installation of solar panels, etc.

Within 61 projects of the Pontifical Missionary Society of the Holy Childhood we have sent a sum of 420,079.96 US dollars to 197,306 poor children in Uganda, Malawi, Zambia, Angola, Jamaica, Bangladesh, India and Papua New Guinea.
