Results of work of church Family Centres in the Czech Republic 
In the first half of the 1990s, individual bishoprics established family centres as part of pastoral care centres in their dioceses. In 1996, the Czech Bishops’ Conference established the National Family Centre whose task is to cooperate with other centres, pro-family organisations and social institutions, to monitor the social condition of families and promote programmes for its support.
The main goal of the family centres is to organise marriage preparation programmes and to accompany families in all stages of their lives. Concrete offers depend on demand, which differs in individual dioceses. The programmes of the family centres are open not only to families of Christian believers.

Diocesan and regional/deanery centres serve approximately 50,000 clients and admit about 150 employees, often part-time workers, and work with about 1,000 volunteers annually. The National Centre annually addresses some 250 participants in its seminars and conferences, several times a year it addresses lawmakers in connection with the commenting of bills related to the position of family in society, takes part in working groups at ministerial and regional levels, organises courses to aid parents, takes active part in international cooperation of Catholic organisations in the preparation of seminars and in public engagement.
